And that He makes this gathering a gathering of mercy, and may we depart from it having our
sins forgiven by Allah 4. And may not anyone among us or from us, and of us, or with us, or
from the world-wide community of Prophet Muhammad %% be damned or deprived. On these
intentions and all good intentions weep the pious devotees of Allah 4€, and all those who are
present weep, and (this Fatiha is) to the presence of the Prophet 5.
